Position Summary:
The Publicity Chair is responsible for advertising and promoting MPS events.

Primary duties are to contact media outlets, write promotional materials and create printed or electronic information
that will let the public know what events and happenings Minnesota Peony Society is sponsoring. The Chair may set up a
committee for assistance in these duties and will work with the Vice President in establishing the yearly Calendar of
Events. The main goal is to establish a MPS branding while informing the public of peony related events.

Qualifications:

Good writing, grammar and editing skills
Familiarity with news styles or the desire to learn
Leadership skills and interpersonal skills
Organizational skills to maintain media contacts
Good communication to work with media

Roles & Responsibility:

Maintain and update current lists of contacts at newspapers, periodicals and horticultural web-sites.

Publicize meetings, fund raisers and other MPS events to local media outlets especially ones tied to the
horticultural society.

Develop a print image consistency for all MPS publications including banners, posters and handouts.

Distribute printed material as needed such as rack cards, business cards and similar promotional material.
Create all printed material such as auction list handout, bidder cards, clerking sheets, bidder and donor receipts
and similar related printed material.

Adequate time must be implemented before each event since most publications have a several months ahead deadline

for submissions. Some newspapers have a section for non-profit listings or events, others have online opportunities
